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Press Statement

After a series of meetings and serious discussions between the Eritrean Political Forces and the
Global Eritrean Yeakel Movement, and realizing the importance of mobilizing national energies
and the need for rapprochement and unification of efforts to achieve the desires and aspirations
of the Eritrean people for freedom and emancipation, the two parties signed a memorandum of
understanding (MoU) to work together in the diplomatic, media and public mobilization fields.

The two parties strongly affirmed that cooperation between the various national forces
struggling for democratic change in Eritrea and building mutual confidence between them, will
accelerate the pace towards achieving the desired democratic change in Eritrea. In this context,

It is worth noting that the Eritrean Political Forces (EPF) includes the majority of the opposition
Eritrean political forces, while the Eritrean Global Yeakel Movement (GYM) is an umbrella
group that includes the movement of masses in eleven countries.
